Recycling Project
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Spring Creek Watershed Partnership participated in the annual Electronics Recycling event which was held at the old landfill on Fowlstown Highway in Decatur County on March 26, 2011 from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. This Recycling Event was open to residents of Southwest GA and Northwest FL to bring all of their outdated or unused electronic and household items to include computers, monitors, refrigerators’, freezers, microwaves, etc. More than 30 people showed up to help unload and stack these electronics. The response from residents and businesses was very positive and several tons of electronics were eliminated from the landfill. All this was made possible by our Partners at Keep Decatur County Beautiful, Decatur County and its’ Board of County Commissioners and other fine Partners. This truly was a successful event. Glen Heard Farms Field Day
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Spring Creek Watershed Partnership is always looking to find new ways to protect and conserve our water.  In this pursuit, we joined with the Decatur County Board of Commissioners,  Mainstreet Broadband, i-Linc Technologies, the UGA Decatur County Extension Office and NRCS to hold a field demonstration to introduce a Wimax –supported (wireless internet)  farm irrigation management solution on Friday , April 8, 2011 on Glen Heard’s farm  located off highway 84 East near Brinson, GA.
We believe that the benefits of this demonstration project will be water conservation, energy conservation, higher crop yields and savings to the producer. Through sensor probes placed in fields, the Wimax system offers a complete automated system that allows the farmer to operate their irrigation system through a program on the internet from home, office or phone that will monitor moisture, temperature, rainfall amounts, amount of gallons per rotation and field surveillance, all of which better aids the producer. 
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 Keep Decatur County Beautiful in partnership with Spring Creek Watershed Partnership has launched a pilot program for a community garden.  Through a grant from Lowe’s and garden space provided at 824 Old Pelham Highway this garden is open for public participation. The goal is for anyone who would like fresh vegetables but doesn’t have room for a garden to share the space. Any surplus food will be donated to the local Family Connection.
